Figure 3-11, on the next pages, lists all primary tenants and their lease 
contributions. With almost $300,000 in annual lease payments, Boeing accounts for over 
50 percent of the airport’s lease income. Other tenants providing significant lease income 
include BEFA with over $41,000, Cedar River with $38,000, and Bruce Leven with 
$35,000.
